	Setting the Stage Activity (動機付け)
	We will present the numbers to the students by writing them on the board and saying them out. Students will then repeat the numbers back to us. (5-10 mins)

	We will each have our own group of 5 students to introduce the numbers to.

	List Activities


	1. Stick Pulling:  Cups with popsicle sticks and tongue depress will be dispersed among four groups. Each stick will have a Japanese number in romaji or just the number printed at the bottom. Students pull sticks randomly out of the cups and see what numbers they get. If the number is in romaji they must say its corresponding number in English, and if it is written in English it must be said in Japanese. If a student gets the answer correct, they get to keep the stick. To make the game more interesting there will be a few sticks with red dots on the bottom instead of numbers; whoever draws that stick must put all of their sticks back into the cup to be redrawn again. Each student’s goal is to have the most sticks in the end. Winners from the initial groups will move into a separate group of winners to compete for a big prize. We will do this activity a few times to give each student a chance to win (but every student will get a sticker for participating). (10-25 mins)

	Jovon: Lead the activity initially and explain the rules. Judge of “winner only” group.
Jessica, Jennifer, Issei, and John: Leaders of the four groups. They will aid the children and send a winner to the “winner only” group each round.

	Jessica: Sticks, and stickers.
John: Stickers.

Jovon: Pocky prize.

	Assessment/Application Activities　（学習内容の評価）
	1. Japanese number math: As a quick recap for the day, we will test the student’s knowledge of the numbers with basic math equations (adding, subtracting, and multiplication). The twist is that the numbers won’t look like “1+1” for example, but instead look like “ichi+ichi”. They will have to solve for the equations and answer with the appropriate Japanese numbers. (5-10 mins)
